Tim Prow
     Tim Prow was born in Columbia, Tennessee, but spent much of his early childhood in North Carolina.  At the age of 10 he moved back to Hendersonville, Tennessee, and he has been in Tennessee ever since.  Tim was raised Baptist, and became familiar with the Adventist faith through NET 98 at our very own church.  He has been married to his wife, Shannon, for 18 years.  He has two children:  Caleb, age 14, starts at the Academy this fall (and I heard Shannon cringe when she told me that), and Ethan, age 11, is at the elementary school.  
     I spoke with Pastor Lynn about Tim, and he said, “It is a principle of God’s kingdom that as a pastor you watch who God adds to your church, because he might be preparing you to use them in some way for his work.”  He added that when he met Tim and got to know him, he noticed Tim’s business sense and professionalism and realized that “God had added someone here who could be a tremendous member for the church.”  It’s interesting that Pastor Lynn would say that, because when I asked Shannon what Tim may have said to her about his involvement with the church building project and why he felt it was important, she said, “Tim said that he never really felt like he had a lot to contribute to the organization, but with this building project he felt he was finally able to use his talents to serve God.”  Pastor Lynn sees Tim as an excellent manager and administrator, because he “always had the scope of the project in mind and then made sure each part was being continuously reviewed to bring it in at the best price value possible—not just the best price.”  Shannon mentioned that before Tim started his own business in 1991 he was the project manager for another construction company.  She felt that this gave Tim the administration experience he needed to manage all aspects of a large project such as this.  

     Because of his attention to detail, Tim brought this building project in at a budget no one could have imagined.  Tim was not just the owner of the construction company, but he was also a church member, so he had the best interest of the church in mind and went above and beyond for the sake of his church.  Pastor Lynn said that he didn’t think that Tim’s attention to detail was unique to this project.   He said, “He would do the same for anyone.  That’s just who Tim is.”  The next time you walk through the new wing of the church, think about Tim and his part in making it possible for his church family and his community.
